Chi ld Welfare Pol icy Sta tement  

Every child or  young person, def ined as any person under  the age of  
18, who plays or  par ticipates in football should be able to take par t 
in an enjoyable and safe environment and be protected f r om abuse. 
This is the responsibility of  every adult involved in football.   

Colden Common Youth F.C . recognises its responsibilities to 
safeguard the welfare of  all children and young people in itÕs charge 
by protecting them f rom physical, sexual or  emotion al harm and 
f rom neglect or  bullying. The Governing Committee are determined 
to meet our  obligation to ensure that every child and young person 
may par take in our  facilities, to the highest possible standard of  
care.   

These Club procedures apply to any adu lt connected with the Club in 
any capacity. For  example, club of f icials, helpers, football 
coaches/managers and parents/suppor ters.   

Colden Common Youth F.C . will ensure that anyone who has a 
previous cr iminal conviction or  caution for  of fences related to the 
abuse of  children or  young people, violence or  any sexual of fences 
should be excluded f rom working with children and young people. This 
position is re -enforced by UK legislation and guidance.   

Colden Common Youth FC  will adopt the English F.A and Hamps hire 
F.A.Õs rulings on Child Welfare and the named Club Child Welfare 
Of f icer  will consult with Hampshire F.A. if  situations ar ise which 
cause concern in this area.   

Colden Common Youth F.C.  recognise the impor tance of  ensur ing 
good practice in combating t he potential for  abusive situations to 
occur  and take all steps within itÕs level of  author ity to ensure the 
highest level of  care in all aspects of  its operations, which will 
include coaching and behaviour  at match day f ixtures.
